	Apostle Islands Area Community Fund Grant awards $19,368 to Community Non Profits

The Apostle Islands Area Community Fund (AIACF) awarded $19,368 to five local non profits serving Bayfield, Madeline Island and Red Cliff.  

“This year, we received over $60,000 of grant requests. So, extremely difficult decisions had to be made. The following AIACF Grants Funds were awarded to the following non profits:

· CORE: $4000 to create and implement an integrative health care program that improves the mental health among senior residents of the area. The Gildi project is named after Gildi Whiteside a Bayfield resident that committed suicide.
· New Day Shelter: $5000 to form a group of Bayfield High School teens (9th through 12th grade) to participate in a TSO(Teen Speak Out) group. NDS staff will work with TSO to engage and enlighten their peer group to become aware of the need to actively advocate for ending teen violence. 
· Bayfield Heritage Association, Inc: $3184 for a semi-permanent exhibit highlighting Bayfield’s history of farming and apple orchards of the Bayfield area. The exhibit includes text, photos and artifacts. 
· Summer Mostly Thursdays: $3184 for the live music series including a performance during the Blessing of the Fleet event weekend as well as eight more concerts each Thursday evening July through August at different venue throughout Bayfield
· Madeline Island  Community Garden:$4000 for a green house to extend the growing season for garden members, help preserve heirloom seeds, allowance for starter plants and give school children access to science
“I am grateful for John Cory and his leadership of The Grants Committee. They demonstrated an outstanding
ability to align AIACF priorities with the many proposals’ requests. This ultimately allowed for some outstanding choices under a very competitive grant round.” says Madelaine Karwoski, Affiliate Officer of The Apostle Islands Area Community Fund.
