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AWARDS ITS FIRST GRANTS
Duluth, Minnesota - The Duluth Legacy Endowment Fund of the Duluth Superior Area Community Foundation has awarded two grants from its first grant round. Grants were awarded to the following City of Duluth departments:
City of Duluth - Community Development Division

$565 for Grant Community School Collaborative - Afterschool Environmental Awareness
The grant will be used for afterschool environmental awareness enrichment classes at the Grant Community School in collaboration with the Hartley Nature Center. The classes will include a series of in-depth environmental exploration experiences at both the Hartley Nature Center and the East Hillside neighborhood. To complement the hands-on learning, youth will spend time doing research and reading books, journals and articles representing the topics covered in their outdoor projects.
City of Duluth - Parks and Recreation Department
$500 for Harrison Fire Kitchen Restoration Project 
This grant will go towards purchasing a new refrigerator for the Harrison Community Center which is a senior dining and community recreation site in Duluth. A recent fire at Harrison Community Recreation Center destroyed the kitchen and insurance is covering half of the $2,000 expenditure for the refrigerator. The kitchen needs immediate attention as many west-end seniors take advantage of the low cost meals which are served daily.

The mission of the Fund is to encourage lasting contributions from individuals and organizations to fulfill specific public interests for the community of Duluth in the areas of arts and culture, beautification, economic development, education, the environment, human services, parks and recreation. Grants will generally range from $300 to $2,500. 

To be eligible for funding, an organization must 1) be classified as a charitable organization under Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or be a Department within the City of Duluth and 2) be primarily located in or provide services to residents within the City of Duluth. The Duluth Legacy Endowment Fund Project Group will evaluate projects for funding based on the following criteria:

· Relevance of the project to the Fund’s mission and program development goals

· Evidence of need and public purpose (i.e.: how the community would benefit from the project)

· Clarity of project budget and project evaluation plan

· Projects having secured sponsorship of the applicable city department

The Duluth Legacy Endowment Fund was established in 2005. Gifts to the Fund are held by the Duluth Superior Area Community Foundation and the earnings from these resources are available for local grant making.
