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NEW SCHOLARSHIP ESTABLISHED AT COMMUNITY FOUNDATION IN HONOR OF CHARLOTTE ULLAND’S 100TH BIRTHDAY
Duluth, Minnesota – On April 19, 2009, Charlotte Ulland will celebrate her 100th birthday with family and friends in her winter home in Venice, Florida. But, thanks to a special gift from her family, girls who live on her beloved North Shore will have something to celebrate as well.

Charlotte Ulland’s four children and their spouses have established a scholarship for girls on the North Shore in her honor. Born in Beaver Bay, in the oldest house on Lake Superior’s North Shore, Charlotte Ulland was one of five children born to Edward and Lisa Mattson. 

Ahead of her times, Lisa Mattson recognized the value of educating her daughters. As a result, when Charlotte completed the final year of schooling available in Beaver Bay, she boarded with a Duluth family so she could attend and graduate from Duluth Central High School. From there, she went to the University of Minnesota in the Twin Cities, where she worked in the home of a professor to help pay for her education. She graduated with a degree in business administration. She went on to marry Oscar Ulland, and the couple lived in Duluth and had four children.

The scholarship is being created by the Ulland children – Bill Ulland and his wife, Ann Glumac of Duluth; Jim and Kris Ulland of Minneapolis; Mary and George Perabo of Toms River, New Jersey; and Jana Ulland of Duluth.

Charlotte and her family recognize that while nearly a century has passed, girls on the North Shore sometimes face obstacles to higher education because of their remote location. To assist in this, they approached the Duluth Superior Area Community Foundation to establish a scholarship.

“Our mom believes deeply in the value of education and hard work, and she has lived her values for a century,” said Bill Ulland. “We think it’s extremely fitting that girls who show the same commitment to education will benefit from a scholarship in her name.”
The Charlotte Ulland Scholarship Fund for Girls will provide two, $1,000 scholarships annually to girls attending Two Harbors, William Kelley and Cook County High School.
