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COMMUNITY FOUNDATION AWARDS $25,000 GRANT TO LAKE SUPERIOR ZOO
Duluth, Minnesota – The Duluth Superior Area Community Foundation has awarded the Lake Superior Zoo a $25,000 grant to assist in it efforts to create a public/private partnership with the city of Duluth. The grant was one of 44 grants totaling more than $300,000 that the Duluth Superior Area Community Foundation Board of Trustees approved at its June meeting.
The funding comes at a time when the future of the Lake Superior Zoo is uncertain. In 2007, in response to losing its accreditation, a national zoo planning firm conducted a Rapid Strategic Assessment of zoo operations to determine how to improve zoo facilities, visitor experience and funding. Among its recommendations, they suggested the zoo move to operate under a public/private partnership. This funding will help facilitate development efforts while this transition takes place. 

“This grant is one small step in ensuring the region has a zoo for years to come,” said Holly C. Sampson, President of the Duluth Superior Area Community Foundation. “The Zoo is at a critical juncture in its future and the Community Foundation is proud to play a role in easing some of the financial burdens the zoo is facing.”
